State Board of Corrections – Consolidated Corrections Model

The purpose of the board is to develop and implement a unified correctional system that demonstrates sound fiscal management, achieves efficiencies, reduces recidivism and ensures the safety and security of correctional staff, inmates, visitors, volunteers and surrounding communities. 

2. State goals. The board shall develop goals to guide the development of and evaluate the effectiveness of a unified correctional system. The board shall present its goals for review and approval by the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters. The goals must include benchmarks for performance in the following areas: 

· Recidivism reduction; 

· Pretrial diversion; and 

· Rate of incarceration. 

Responsibilities and duties

1. Manage the cost of corrections.   

2. Determine correctional facility use and purpose. 

3. Adopt treatment standards and policies.   

4. Certificate of need.   

5. Administrative duties.   

6. Receive and review recommendations.

Composition of the State Board of Corrections

The board consists of 9 members who are appointed by the Governor. Each appointment is subject to review by the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over criminal justice and public safety matters and to confirmation by the Senate, except those members appointed pursuant to paragraph C. The following provisions govern member qualifications: 

· One member must be a sitting sheriff selected from a list of 3 nominations submitted to the Governor by a statewide organization representing sheriffs; 

· One member must be a sitting county commissioner selected from a list of 3 nominations submitted to the Governor by a statewide organization representing county commissioners; 

· Two members must be representatives of the executive branch and at least one of the 2 must be from the department; 

· One member must be a municipal official selected from a list of 3 nominations submitted to the Governor by a statewide organization representing elected and appointed municipal officers and officials; and 

· The remaining 4 members must be broadly representative of the public and the geographical regions of the State. 

One of the 4 members appointed under this paragraph must be selected from a list of 3 nominations submitted to the Governor by a statewide organization representing county commissioners. 

A member appointed under this paragraph may not be an elected state or county official or municipal officer and may not derive income in substantial portion from work as an employee of a state, county or municipal government or in the field of corrections.

Corrections Working Group Responsibilities
The commissioner, the president of a statewide county commissioners association and the president of a statewide sheriffs association shall develop a memorandum of understanding for approval by the board that establishes an informal corrections working group consisting of representatives of the department, sheriffs and county commissioners. 

The commissioner, the president of a statewide county commissioners association and the president of a statewide sheriffs association shall name 2 co chairs to convene and lead the working group. One chair must represent the department and one chair must represent county government. The co chairs shall select the remaining members of the working group based on criteria established by the parties in the memorandum of understanding. 

The corrections working group shall meet as needed and as requested by either one or both co chairs to engage in information sharing and to discuss and resolve any issues or problems experienced in daily operation of the unified correctional system, including the placement of inmates. 

The group shall advise and assist the board in the ongoing improvement of the unified correctional system. In carrying out this function, the working group may consult with experts and stakeholders, including but not limited to prosecutors, defense attorneys, judges, victim advocates, providers and advocates for persons with mental illness and other interested parties. If an issue arises that cannot be responded to by the working group, the board shall meet to review the issue. The working group shall report to the board.

Correctional Education Focus Group (CEFG)
Mission of the CEFG

· The CEFG will advise the CWG in all areas dealing with adult correctional education in the consolidated correctional model.  These adult correctional education programs will include both academic and vocational training programs.

· The CEFG will seek input and collaborate with all individuals and agencies who promote correctional education in Maine.  The Maine Adult Correctional Education Association is recognized as the leading adult correctional education organization in the State.

· The CEFG will conduct original research projects to compile educational data specific to Maine’s adult inmate population.

· The CEFG will research “Best Practices” in adult correctional education throughout world.

· The CEFG will work closely with the Office of Correctional Education of the Office of Vocational and Adult Education of the U.S.D.O.E. to establish a data collection system and data management data base that is based on a national model.
